iCloud (for Apple Users)

For Mac and iOS users, iCloud offers seamless integration with Apple devices. While its free tier is
limited, the paid iCloud+ plans provide ample storage and enhanced features like Private Relay. The
advantage here is the effortless synchronization across an Apple ecosystem, making it convenient for
photographers who shoot and edit on Apple hardware. However, it's primarily designed for Apple
users, and cross-platform compatibility can be less straightforward.
