Fixed pixel widths (`width: 100px;`) on elements containing text are a common mistake in
responsive design. On a mobile screen, a 100px width might be too narrow or too wide,
forcing awkward text flow. Using relative units or `max-width` is generally preferred.
Similarly, complex `position` properties can sometimes interfere with the normal flow of
text and layout, requiring careful review.

Developers should also check for `white-space` CSS properties set to `nowrap;` on text
elements, as this will explicitly prevent text from wrapping. This property is often used for
specific design elements like navigation items, but it should not be applied to main content
areas.

Issues with Embedded Content

External content, such as embedded videos, iframes, or social media widgets, can
sometimes disrupt text wrapping if not properly sized and contained. If an embedded
element has a fixed width that is wider than the mobile viewport, it can push surrounding
text off-screen. Ensuring that all embedded content is also responsive and contained within
flexible parent elements is key to a cohesive mobile experience.

Using `max-width: 100%;` on images and embedded media elements is a standard practice
to ensure they scale down with their containers. For iframes, setting appropriate `width`
and `height` attributes or using CSS to control their dimensions within a responsive context



is also important.
